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The title of the work should be in bold letters, no italics, aligned to the right

Abstract

It should be written so that the reader, without reading the complete work, is able to identify the content and the main conclusions of the same. It should be typed in a single paragraph containing, at the most, 15 lines. It must be written in English. The title Abstract should be typed according to the example above.  

Summary
Exactly the same text as Abstract described above, however, in the original language of the work (Portuguese, Spanish or English). If the original language of the work is English, this item should not be in the work, the item Abstract will suffice. The title Summary should be typed according to the example above.  

Key words: corrosion, coating etc (do not use the text).   
Introduction 
It should be limited to a brief report regarding the work, establishing the objectives of the same, and it should not exceed 30 lines
Bibliografphical revision / Results / Discussion
The text itself should begin just below the Introduction. The text of the work should be divided into sections according to the author's criteria.   

Conclusions
The conclusions should be concise and objective. When writing the conclusions, the author should take into account that, frequently, this item is read before the work group. Therefore, it is advisable that, besides a clear description of the conclusions,   a reference should be made to items of the work.  
Bibliographical references  
The item should supply information that allows the reader to locate the technical documents that served as a basis for the relevant statements, whose proof is not found in the work.  

In the text of the work, the mentioned statements must be followed by a number between parentheses, corresponding to the list of references.

Considerations for Elaboration and Presentation of the Technical Work  
1 - Condições Gerais:

1.1 The technical content of the works is of the authors' responsibility and their concepts do not necessarily express ABRACO’s ideas and opinions.  

1.2 On submitting their works, the authors agree, without previous authorization, that  ABRACO has full right to include them in the annals, to express them, to divulge them and to review them, without the authors´ receiving any remuneration.  

1.3 The works selected for divulging in the event will be published just as received, without revision.  

1.4 The author will only be able to divulge the work after the Congress, with ABRACO’s  authorization in writing.

1.5 The presenter of the work should be obligatorily the author of the work.  

1.6 In case the work is to be written in Portuguese or Spanish, it is obligatory to have the Abstract written in English.  

1.7 In case the work is written in English, the item Summary is not necessary.

1.8 The event will not have simultaneous translation for any work.  

1.9 The works may be written in Portuguese, Spanish or English.  

1.10 It is recommended that the presentations be elaborated in English.   

2 – Instructions:

2.1 – Font and size of the Work  
The font must be Times New Roman - size 12 and the file of the complete work (with text, tables, pictures, graphs, etc) should not exceed 10 MB  

2.2 – Formatting the page  
Formatting the electronic page should be according to  ABNT A4 (210 mm x 297 mm).  .

2.3 - The authors' identification  
Just below the title of the work, also aligned to the right, the authors' full names must be mentioned indicating with Arabic numbers, as footnotes, the authors' titles the company or institution in which they work and the position occupied according to the model on the first page.  

The presenter's name of the work should be underlined.
2.4 - Software

The work must be typed obligatorily and sent to ABRACO in Word 2000 or superior. Works will not be accepted in pdf format.
2.5 - llustrations and tables  
All of the illustrations (pictures, figures, drawings, graphs, maps, etc.) and tables must come at the end of the text (advisable) and they should have their corresponding subtitles just below the same, sequentially numbered.    

When inserting images and figures digitalized via scanner. please follow the recommendations for resolutions as follow:  

. Images and drawings composed of lines, without semitones, in black and white, 300 dpi  

. Images and colored drawings or in gray tones (gray-scale), 150 dpi.  

2.6 - Bibliographical references  
The bibliographical references must be listed according to ABNT NBR 6023:2002, as shown in the examples below:
